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UNIVERSITY STUDENTSHIP GUIDANCE 2009/10
Up to 60 University studentships, at two different levels of funding, are available for entry in 2009/10 in any Faculty of the University of Sheffield.

For UK and EU students in the Faculties of Arts & Humanities and Social Sciences, studentships are also available from the Arts and Humanities Research Council.

UNIVERSITY STUDENTSHIPS 

Eligibility Criteria

· The awards are open to full-time UK, EU and overseas applicants who will be entering their first year of study in the 2009/10 academic session as follows:
· Arts & Humanities: 1 year Masters and 3 year research degrees
· Engineering: 3 year research degrees
· Medicine: 3 year research degrees
· Science: 3 year research degrees
· Social Sciences (including Architectural Studies and Law): 1 year Masters and 3 year research degrees 
· Candidates must have received an offer of a place to study at the University on a postgraduate degree programme. Details of how to apply for admission can be found at: http://www.shef.ac.uk/postgraduate
· Applicants must hold at least a UK Upper Second Class Honours degree or equivalent.
Regulations

 The award offers tuition fees at the UK/EU rate, a maintenance grant of either £6,645 or £13,290 and a Research Training Support Grant (research degrees only).

 Masters awards in the Faculties of Arts and Social Sciences are offered for 1 year only.

 Doctoral awards in each Faculty are renewable for up to a maximum of three years, subject to continued satisfactory progress. 

 A candidate will be expected to relinquish an award should they gain alternative funding. 

 Departments are required to use a fee waiver from their existing allocation to support a studentship.

ARTS AND HUMANITIES RESEARCH COUNCIL STUDENTSHIPS

Eligibility Criteria

· The awards are open to full or part-time UK and EU applicants beginning in the 2009/10 academic session in the Faculties of Arts & Humanities and Social Sciences.
· Candidates must have received an offer of a place to study at the University on a postgraduate degree programme. Details of how to apply for admission can be found at: http://www.shef.ac.uk/postgraduate
· Applicants must hold at least a UK Upper Second Class Honours degree or equivalent. Note: AHRC Doctoral Studentships may only be held by students who have completed a Master’s degree or similar postgraduate qualification, or who can demonstrate evidence of sustained experience beyond first degree level that is specifically relevant to their proposed research topic, and could be considered equivalent to Master’s study.
Regulations

 The award offers tuition fees at the UK/EU rate, and a maintenance grant of £13,290 (for UK students only).

 Masters awards are offered for 1 year only.

 Doctoral awards granted for up to a maximum of three years, subject to continued satisfactory progress. 

 A candidate will be expected to relinquish an award should they gain alternative funding. 

How to Apply

· Applicants must complete all sections of the application form, using the space provided on the form and with strict observation of any word limits. Attachments (with the exception of degree transcripts) should be avoided.

· Applicants should arrange for two academic references to be completed. References should be provided by tutors who have direct knowledge of the applicant’s current or prior study.

· Where possible, applicants are advised to provide a verified copy of an academic transcript.

· All application material (i.e. the application form, two academic references, and degree transcripts where appropriate) should be sent in the first instance to the academic department in which the applicant intends to study by Friday February 27th 2009 at the latest, with the exception of applicants wishing to be considered for an AHRC studentship, for which the deadline is Tuesday March 31st 2009.
· The academic department is required to provide a supporting statement and rank each application that they wish to put forward to the Faculty Studentships Panel for consideration.

Notification of Outcome

Applications will be assessed by the relevant Faculty Studentships Panel. Applicants can expect to be notified of the outcome of their application by the beginning of May 2009. 
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
