15. Background to the programme and subject area
	This MMedSci in Restorative Dentistry provides a comprehensive and focused high-quality learning and teaching in the three sub-disciplines of restorative dentistry (Endodontics, Periodontics and Prosthodontics)
Students on this programme will have the opportunity, subject to adequate performance, to transfer to the 3-year higher degree of DClinDent in Restorative Dentistry.  The DClinDent provides state of the art training in one of the recognised specialties and the exit examination is con-joint with the Royal College of Surgeons of Edinburgh, that will award a Membership degree, that in turn can be used to apply for a specialist status.

18. Learning and teaching methods
	The following generic descriptors are relevant to all modules:
Learning Packages will be used to deliver a specific topic in a comprehensive manner using a range of specific and prescribed resources.  These may include any of the learning and teaching methods described in this section. The learning package will typically consist of a one or more webinar lectures, some reading in the form of text books, chapters or journal articles.  A Learning Package may also include annotated bibliographies, video material, case-base discussions etc. it will normally conclude with a detailed tutorial led by the teacher and for which all students must have completed the designated contents of the package.
Lectures will be used to deliver core knowledge, to provide an overview of the subject and to guide students in their independent study.
Group and individual tutorials (ad-hoc, 1:1 or group-based) will be delivered by staff during the course to enhance student’s understanding and as a forum to discuss topics in a group environment.
Clinical case-based discussions - Students will present clinical cases in which they have had a significant involvement in the development of a treatment strategy and/or managed/executed the restorative treatment care of the patient. They will document the cases, in accordance with specific guidelines and templates, present this to peers and staff and be able to discuss and defend the case in a comprehensive manner. Peer-review of clinical practical work will enhance the student’s ability to critically appraise their own performance.
Student-led critical appraisals of the literature (annotated bibliography) will enable the student to appraise systematically current evidence in the discipline and to sustain a critical argument in writing.
Clinical Skills Learning Environment and Dental Technology sessions will be a key component of L&T to meet specific objectives.  These sessions will consist of an initial tutor-led demonstration followed by student self-directed practical work.  Further tutor-led supervision and feedback (verbal and written) will be provided at intervals during the particular sub-course.
Simulation Suite will enable students to further develop core operative skills in a virtual reality simulation environment.
Independent study will enable the students to undertake further private study related to the subject matter and will also include pre-course reading, preparation for the delivery of seminars and self-directed practical work in the clinical skills and technology laboratories.
Preparation and delivery of evidence-based presentations will enable the student to sustain a critical argument in writing and through oral presentations.
Peer-review of theoretical and practical work will enhance the student’s ability to critically appraise their own performance.
Reflective feedback of all coursework (practical and theoretical) and formative feedback on professionalism are designed to enhance the student’s learning experience.
Log books will record the activities undertaken and contain reflective feedback of all coursework (practical and theoretical) and formative feedback on professionalism, designed to enhance the student’s learning experience.
Participation in journal clubs and research presentations within the department will further enhance the student’s breadth of knowledge and how this impacts on their chosen specialty.  Students will have the opportunity to attend the:
Wednesday Lunchtime Research Seminars at the School of Clinical Dentistry.  We would encourage students to attend these meetings which commence at 1.00pm in the Dental School Lecture Theatre.  Emails are circulated regularly to inform staff and students about the topic of the research seminars.
Observation and participation in Consultant-led New Patient Clinics will develop students’ knowledge and skills in the process of patient assessment and the subsequent establishment of a diagnosis and prognosis that will enable the formulation of an appropriate treatment strategy for a patient.
Treatment of patients in the second semester will develop and consolidate core-essential applied clinical knowledge and skills in all disciplines of restorative dentistry; which is key to progression to the delivery of specialist care.
Research Project Literature Review - Independent study will form a large part of the Research modules and will consist of literature searching, critical evaluation of the literature, writing the research proposal, experimental work and data collection.  During the year students will research the relevant literature and formulate a pertinent research question, culminating in a hypotheses and aims and objectives.  The literature review will be assessed at the end of the year.


19. Assessment and feedback methods
	Formative Assessment – An assessment that informs students how they are progressing. All formative assessments must be completed.
Summative Assessment – An assessment that contributes to the module and must be passed at the first or second attempt.
Clinical Record Books – Formative and Summative Assessment
Clinical record books have been designed to facilitate both formative and summative assessments of the candidate. Each procedure undertaken will be assessed by a clinical tutor and are designed to show progression in the acquisition of knowledge and skills in the clinical domains. Candidates will be expected to critically appraise and reflect upon their own work and will also be expected to summarise the feedback given by the tutor. A grade will be awarded using the marking scales for competency as set out by the School of Clinical Dentistry.  The grades will be recorded in a candidate’s clinical record book and used to complete an assessment report of the candidate. Candidates must have met all the required targets set out in each clinical record book to pass the clinical skills element of the module.
Students will also undertake informal critical peer-review of each other’s performance during the clinical sessions.
Professionalism – Formative Assessment
Each candidate will be required to show satisfactory levels of professionalism and behaviour.  Candidates are assessed for professionalism during each of the clinical and laboratory sessions using a standardised proforma for the School of Clinical Dentistry.  Advice and guidance will be given to a candidate who is assessed as unsatisfactory early in the clinical and laboratory courses, thus providing the opportunity for the candidate to improve their performance. A final assessment of a candidate’s professionalism and behaviour will take place at the end of the relevant courses.
Seminar Presentation – Formative/Summative Assessment
Students responsible for the preparation and delivery of the presentations will be critically appraised by their peers and staff. Specific parameters will be assessed following strict criteria; the quality of the oral presentation will be assessed including their ability to answer questions. A proforma will be used for this purpose.
SSAQ Examinations – Summative Assessment
These assessments will take place at the end of the semester in which the module to be assessed has been taught and will cover all of the objectives for the module. Students are requested to consult their timetable for examination dates. Further information on venues and timings will be sent to you via e-mail from the Programme Administrator. It is therefore important to check your University e-mail account regularly.
Annotated Bibliography Reports and Presentations – Summative Assessment
These assessments will take place throughout the course and will assess the student’s ability to answer key questions based on the annotated bibliography and to present this to his/her peers in a structured and concise manner. It will assess knowledge in any of the module objectives.  Students will be required to work individually and in groups.
Students should refer to the detailed description on methodology and assessment in Section 9.
Work-Based Assessments – Summative Assessment
The completion of Work-Based Assessments (WBAs) is a prospective exercise and consequently students should approach and agree with their supervisor clinician that they will undertake a WBA before they engage in the clinical procedure; ideally with sufficient time to enable the allocation of appropriate supervisor time.
Direct Observed Procedures (DOPs) These are used for clinical procedures and can be completed in the Clinical Skills Laboratory or on treatment clinics.
Students should demonstrate a range of procedures and complexities that reflect their expected clinical skill acquisition for their specific level of training.
Clinical Examinations (CEXs) These are used for clinical examinations in new-patient/assessment clinics.  In this context, they can be used for patient assessments that lead to a treatment strategy and/or re-assessment and secondary phase of treatment plan development.
They are not used for procedural clinical tasks.
Case Based Discussions (CBDs) These are used for the presentation of a clinical case where students can demonstrate some direct involvement with an element of effective reflection and learning. They can be based on a clinical case from any clinical environment.  Students can complete one of these forms in either a scheduled CBD session or in a planned individual student-tutor discussion.  A CBD requires a substantial amount of preparation and reflection that will prompt students to read the relevant literature and engage in a meaningful discussion on the subject using the clinical case as the framework for this.  A student-tutor CBD will require approximately 30-45 minutes for the discussion; this should be planned in advance with appropriate time set aside for this.


20. Programme structure and student development
	The course runs from September and is undertaken full time in one academic year.
Details of the programme are as follows:

23. Additional information
	The Dental School in Sheffield was first established in the early 1900s and Sheffield University has been awarding a degree in Dental Surgery since 1922.  The current Dental School building was opened in 1992.
On the ground floor of the School you will find our 120-seat lecture theatre which was upgraded in 2012 and is equipped with audio visual equipment.  There are also six seminar/tutorial rooms, an IT Suite with 20 workstations and an internet cafe / common room.  The School has wireless connectivity and postgraduate students all have access to study rooms and computer facilities.
On the second floor there is a 54-unit Clinical Skills Learning Environment with a dental chair for demonstrations via a live video link and computers offering computer aided learning packages.  In the annexe to the School, we have a 40-unit Dental Technology Laboratory with associated materials processing facilities.
In 2009 the School opened a wing which houses purpose-built research laboratories for cell and tissue culture, microbiology, electron microscopy, histology, histochemistry and immuno-cytochemistry, biochemistry, molecular biology, proteomics and materials science.
The Dental School is connected to the Charles Clifford Dental Hospital.  A redevelopment completed in 2009 included the upgrading of many areas within the hospital including new clinical facilities.
The various clinical departments are equipped with dental units in both open clinics and small side clinics.  Facilities for treatment under inhalation anesthesia as well as conscious sedation and recovery are available.  The Dental Hospital has a well equipped radiography department and we also have our own oral pathology laboratories which provide support services for all clinical areas. A dental production laboratory supports both undergraduate and postgraduate teaching and learning as well as providing service to Trust patients.  All these facilities are used by undergraduate and postgraduate dental students.  All students are provided with clinical attire.  Changing rooms and canteen facilities are available in the basement of the Dental Hospital.
