POL6150  Democratization
An analysis of the global trend towards democratization in recent decades. The module focuses upon the apparent paradox that, while the conditions for social democracy have been weakened by processes of globalization, democratization has become an organizing principle of the global order. The module is organized around several core issues: the various modes of transitions to democracy, democratization and political institutions, the political economy of democratization, and the relationship between democratization and forms of citizenship.  Examples are drawn from countries in Southern and post-Communist Europe, Latin America, Africa and Asia.
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
