PhD title (provisional): Materialities of the organic wine industry.

PhD summary: This PhD explores the role of materials in the economic/social networks of organic wine production in Italy. Drawing on the theoretical and methodological traditions of Actor Network Theory, material culture, and agro-food studies this PhD interrogates the sociotechnical position of organic and inorganic material agencies such as yeast and SO2 in organic wine networks, highlights their vitality, and shows the challenges they pose to economic markets and to the ethics of organic winemaking and consumption. The ethnographic methodology of this research involved a year-long fieldwork with organic wine producers in Northern and Central Italy, numerous interviews with key industry figures, and a broad literature review of the wine industry. This PhD is interdisciplinary, and will contribute to research in such areas as economic geography, cultural geography, agro-food studies, and consumption studies.

In this second-level course I independently ran workshops with groups of approximately 30 students on qualitative research methods in preparation for their third year research thesis. The subjects covered included questionnaire making and analysis, interviewing, interview coding and analysis, and critical assessment of popular media. I worked with small groups of students encouraging them to reach their own conclusions and work independently. February – March 2008: Information and Communication Skills for Geographers Tutor

This first-year course focused on skills of information handling and communication. I was responsible for supporting three groups of approximately six students in designing, researching and presenting a paper on a subject of geographical interest.

April – May 2008: Qualitative Methods in Human Geography Tutor

This was an introductory course to qualitative methods for first-year undergraduate geography students. I was responsible for the running of a number of one-hour sessions with approximately 20 students on interview conducting and interview analysis. This included independent planning of the workshops following lecturer guidelines, and the teaching methods varied for each workshop with lecturing, small group teaching and student activities and tasks. I was further involved in the marking of the workbook the students submitted at the end of the course.
